Start of the Run:

1. Hold brief driver’s gathering before start of
run.

Have vehicle with locked diff in
front & behind. (If possible disperse vehicles
with HAM radios near the front, middle and
rear of the line.

3. Encourage drivers to learn the name of the
person in front and behind his/her vehicle.

4. Assign “Sweep Vehicle” (Tail Gunner
Vehicle)

5. Give 5 Minute Warning before start

6. Begin Run ON TIME or notify everyone of
new time.

7. Announce Departure over CB channel 4

8. Stop at all turns to confirm vehicle behind
sees turn

9. Stop occasionally to close up ranks

10. Announce Lunch Stop and Length of Stop

11. After returning home forward to the
webmaster and newsletter editor to be copied
and pasted a Run Report and a few photos. In

He
visited us and explained some of what CAL4WD is involved
with. A few highlights: Glamis will be increasing their fees,
one day passes are no longer available and John recommends
getting your passes before even going out to Glamis.

The California legislature is about ready to pass a law limiting
UTV’s to only 2 seats, the driver will have to be licensed, the
passenger’s feet must be able to touch the floor and reach the
handle while leaning against the seat back. AQMD (you know
these guys they want to eliminate camp fire rings at the
beach.) is about to get involved in offroad activities, they
want all offroad vehicles to be smogged. John has recently
heard of some people getting tickets for having the old style
jerry cans, if you do get a ticket let John know he wants to
help fight this sort of harassment.
