A new place to explore and a feday weekend to relax and
enjoy. | meet the Neal’s at the Jernigan’s house as planned
andwe left at 8 a.m. We made good time to get to the RV
Park in Moapa. Stopping only for breakfast and gas, we were
at the campground by 3:30. It's about 300 miles from Norco.
The Wards left at noon that day and stayed at a hotel in
Overton. We meet Satday at the designated time and place.
Headed south on Interstate 15 for 10 miles and got off exit 80
and headed into the efbad park. As newcomers to the area,
we relied on trail markers and Jeff's GPS. Unfortunately the
markers had no names on théwat with GPS coordinates,
there was minimal back tracking. These trails were fun and
correctly rated a ‘3’ on a-4 scale. We did Arockalpse at the
end of the day. Vehicles with 33" tires and two lockers could
run this trail, except for the very lastction. This canyon was
narrow and had a large rock guarding its entrance. Jeff's Jeep
was the only one to scale this boulder and continue with
carnage around the bend. There was a big rock on the right
side with lots of body paint from previous victindeff added
yellow paint to it and got a real nice souvenir in return. Bashed
the window frame and ripped the bikini top.

The red rocks of Logandale, NV
